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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

On Sunday 20 November 2005, tens of thousands of Victorians across the State played their part in
Warming up for the Games (WUG). WUG formed part of the $4.5 million Getting Involved program aimed
at helping communities make the most of the Melbourne 2006 Commonwealth Games. Complementing
the Victorian Government's Go for your Life campaign, it was about promoting the benefits of being
healthy, active and involved in local community.

It is estimated that over 150,000 people, and 7,000 volunteers took part in events across the state. 79
local councils and Docklands delivered a variety of activity from fun runs and walks to Congo dancing
Jamaican style. With soccer tournaments, wheelchair basketball, yoga, healthy living expos, wood
chopping and three-legged racing, there was something for everyone regardless of age, ability or previous
experience.

While feedback received on the day indicated ‘average’ levels of physical participation (55% indicating
they did exercise at least 8 times a month, as compared with the Victorian average of 54%), 48% of
participants surveyed said they were more likely to do more exercise as a consequence of attending WUG.
17% said they were more likely to exercise on their own and 31% with an organised group/ club.

Clubs and groups acknowledged the promotional opportunity, with 95% of those surveyed rating the day
positively in terms of increasing the level of awareness for their organisation. Of the sporting clubs
surveyed, 1,332 new members were reported to have signed up on the day and 9,178 flyers/ pieces of
information handed out.

A further significant benefit reported was the networking opportunity between clubs, clubs and Councils
and other community organisations. Reports indicate new programs are being developed and that clubs
are committing to future events as outcomes of the day.

Overall satisfaction in taking part was very high, with 97% of clubs and 91% of Councils responding
favourably. When asked to rate levels of interest in an annual event, 93% of clubs, and 71% of Councils
indicated they were interested. 25% of Councils indicated it would need further consideration, and 4% said
they were not interested in considering an annual event. Issues included the on-going support of their local
clubs, consideration of the cost-benefit compared with other events, and whether support would still be
provided by DVC. Further improvement opportunities were also identified including flexibility with the date
and encouraging partnerships between Councils.

The activity brought the community together, particularly the children and gave them an opportunity to enjoy a
range of sporting activities in a non-competitive environment.

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1. BACKGROUND

On Sunday 20 November 2005, tens of thousands of Victorians across the State played their part in
Warming up for the Games. WUG formed part of the $4.5 million Getting Involved program aimed at
helping communities make the most of the Melbourne 2006 Commonwealth Games. Complementing the
Victorian Government’s Go for your Life campaign, it was about promoting the benefits of being active and
involved in local community. While it was an opportunity for community strengthening through developing
skills, networks, and community events, as the first and only statewide event within Getting Involved, it
also promoted and helped build momentum for the Games.

All 79 local councils and Docklands delivered events from fun runs and walks to Congo dancing Jamaican
style. With soccer tournaments, wheelchair basketball, yoga, healthy living expos, wood chopping and
three-legged racing, Councils were encouraged to provide activities for everyone regardless of age, ability
or previous experience.

2. METHODOLOGY

As a unique project for Sport and Recreation Victoria, a series of simple surveys were designed ensuring
consistent feedback relating to program objectives was measured from key stakeholders; Councils, local
community groups and members of the public who attended. See attachment 1 for survey templates.

In evaluating the extent to which WUG generated enthusiasm for the Game, media monitoring was also
undertaken.

3. SUMMARY OF RESULTS

76% of Councils (62 Councils in total), 20% of estimated clubs/ groups (455 in total) and 1% of estimated
participants (1838 in total) provided feedback on the day. All findings are represented in the summary of
results.

3.1 Opportunity for Broad Participation

There were over 700 individual activities available on the day, across 30 sports in 200 locations catering
for people of all abilities regardless of age, interest or previous experience. From fun runs/ walks, to
cycling events, extreme sports including abseiling and BMX demonstrations, or for those who preferred to
keep their feet firmly on the ground, bocce and lawn bowls. Approximately 43% of sporting activities were
Commonwealth Games sports, and 57% were non-Commonwealth Games activities.

Given the responses provided by 76% of Councils, it is estimated that over 150,000 participants took part
on the day.

43% of participants surveyed were male, 57% female.

“We got a lot of fathers and sons out together — Council had never combined sports and music before. The crowd
and music continued until 11pm at night, it was great! We're already working on how we can develop a similar
thing into our annual program.”

59% of participants surveyed already had club/group memberships of some kind. Compared with the
Victorian average of 44% who do ‘organised activity’. This is relatively high, and indicates that clubs and
pre existing organised networks had a part to play in recruiting participants. When asked the reason for
attending WUG, 40% of respondents said they were here to try something physical, either that they had, or
hadn't tried before. 19% wanted to watch demonstrations, while a further 35% wanted to soak up the
atmosphere in general.

Regardless of current levels of exercise, 48% of participants surveyed said they were more likely to do
more exercise as a consequence of attending a Warming up for the Games event. 17% said they

were more likely to exercise on their own, 31% with an organised group/ club.

When asked to identify main benefits, an overwhelming number of Councils talked about the opportunity

Free merchandise was distributed encouraging participation and a lasting reminder of the day, and the
Melbourne 2006 Commonwealth Games.

Coverage was extensive, with 636 media mentions, 485 press, 116 radio, 30 TV and 5 electronic.

Local Councils did a fantastic job in securing local media coverage, with 57% regional coverage and 34%
metro.

Of the local coverage, 40% included a reference to Go for your Life as requested in the Media Kit provided
to Councils.

MediaWise were responsible for statewide coverage, and achieved 9% (56 media clips in total). Highlights
included:

- Herald Sun coverage and;

- ABC regional and 774’s promotion, especially in the weeks before the event.
